Serious Digestive Disorder

This is a serious case of digestive disorder and needs skillful handling. This is the case of a patient whose chances of survival according to the allopathic doctors was 30% had he undergone surgery.

Medical History 

The patient vomited undigested food early in the morning and developed severe pain and discomfort in the stomach and chest area. The pain spread to the sides of the abdomen. He was hospitalized immediately. In the hospital he was put on nasal feeding and was not permitted to eat or drink. Immediate surgery was recommended. He was told that the  surgery would cost one and half lakhs, and that there was a 30% survival chance. He got himself discharged and came away to Chennai to Sanjeevani.

When he came, his stomach was bloated (though he had not eaten anything), and he felt a sense of suffocation when he spoke. He had abdominal pain and had had loose motions for two days as a laxative had been given to him in the hospital to address his constipation. He had some hunger. There was blood in urine and burning during urination because the catheter had been pulled out roughly when he had asked to be discharged. 

Treatment 

The patient came on 9th April 2010. He was given Ayurvedic medicines to improve his digestion and  to control his diarrhea. With the first dose of the medicine he felt much better.

He was given combinations of medicines like Dadimashtaka Churnam,  Ashtakshari gutika, Kungilyam and  Pushyanugachurnam  churnam.

By the third day there was no pain in the stomach and his motions were semi-solid. The urine burning came down by 60% and there was no blood in the urine.

By the fifth day the bloated feeling in the stomach had also reduced. There was no blood or burning sensation while urinating. He had some pain in the right side of the stomach and also some headache and backache. Narayana Churnam, Yakritpleeha Loham, Punarnavasavam and Punarnavadi mandooram and Sukumara Grutham were added. 

By the tenth day the patient  reported feeling completely well. He was discharged on the twelfth day.

Notes

In the words of the patient, “ I have got a new birth. Under the allopathic medication, I was feeling tired, dizzy, breathless and was deteriorating by the day. I thought I would die. My life has been saved by ayurveda.”
